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It is trite to say that you only get as much out of a thing as you put
in it. But that is certainly true in the case of you and your relationship to
your stamp club, more particularly to the Scandinavian Collectors Club. Scan-
dinavian philately iz not easy: to sort out the Norway 10's, the Swedish ring-
types or the Danish bicolors takes patience and preferably help from someone
who has already done it

With this as an introduction, we would like to diseuss in a few sentences
a problem that threatens the very existence of the 5. C. C.: the lack of vitality
in the chapters and the reasons and remedies for this situation. In our opin-
ion the most important reason for this deplorable condition also suggests the
solution. On our membership list are dozens of people who live in an area
where a chapter of 8, C. C. is operating. They belong to the national group
but have failed to join the local organization.

We will grant that the Post Horn has, year in and year out, been a fine
philatelic investment; but never the less, these people are not collecting the
full dividends from the 8. C. C. membership. In the chapter you will, in ad-
dition to the pleasant company of fellow collectors, get to listen to a variety
of speakers present a multitude of interesting material. You will have a
chance to talk over your common or particular collecting problems and gen-
erally enrich your philatelic existence. You will have access—we hope—to
your collecting friend's not inconsiderable amounts of duplicates, and mayhsa
most of all, you will be able with the help of older and more experienced
members, to proceed at a faster pace.

So if you live within commuting distance of a 8, C. C. chapter headquar-
ter, please, join it! It will be worth your while.
