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The postage doe stamps of the Danish West Indies have been rather
neglected for the past 20 or 30 years, yet there are still some things to be
learned about them, as the writer has discovered. As most collectors of these
stamps know, the 1902 issue was lithographed, and the stone made up of
transfers of a strip of five, repeated twenty times, Thus there are five types
of each wvalue, and each vertical row in the sheet consists of only one type,
while in the horizontal rows the 1st and fth stamps are Type I, the 2nd and
Tth Type 11, ete. These types were best deseribed by B. W. H. Poole, in the
pamphlet on U. 8. Virgin Islands on which he collaborated with J. M. Bartels,
and published by Mekeel's in 1917, It is not the intention to describe these
tvpes here, as it iz assumed that most interested eellectors have access to
such a deseription, but more about that later.
